Whitley Parish Council
The meeting was opened at 7.28 p.m. by the Chairman.

Open Public Forum (OPF).  

Notes from the OPF:
Resident Ms. KB informed the meeting that there was a problem with dog walkers allowing their dogs to defecate on the central grass area of Cathcart Close.  This grass area is and always has been a play area for the children in the close.  She asked if the grassed area could be designated dog free. 
Resident Ms. LH highlighted the issue of crossing the A19 from Gravel Hill Lane to get to the bus stop and the dangers the ‘Lollypop’ lady and the children face when crossing the A19 near to All Saints estate she felt it was time to have a pelican crossing in the village.

Resident Mr. JW handed to the council a number of Poo fairy stickers as he had found the website. He donated these to the council and requested that the council purchased and post more of these in the village.

Mr. JW also raised the following points:
· That the amount of dog poo in the Daffodil Field was unacceptable and that this and the other ROS in the village should be designated as dog free. 
· He provided a press cutting highlighting the NY police had commissioned 6 new speed camera vans.  Since the reason for these not being deployed in Whitley due the VAS would the PC consider removing these? 

· He had notice an increase in the amount of ‘fly tipping’. It was felt that there was an increase in this practice.

· He asked for an update on the issue raised at the last meeting about HGV’s on Gravelhill Lane.  The Clerk informed him of a meeting he’d had with the general manager of the mushroom factory which had been very positive. The factory was changing the exit so that HGV’s could not turn left and come back down Gravelhill Lane.  They could not stop HGV’s from coming up it but the manager was happy to receive phone calls directly about this from any resident, as not all HGV’s using this lane went to the factory. 
· The litter bin in the ROS in Lee View had still not been emptied, is it on the list for collection?  Could the bin at Blackthorn ROS be changed as it is open topped and it is mainly used by dog walkers putting dog poo bags in it. 

· He was concern about the flooding in Daffodil Field, could more drainage be put in, who commissioned was there any recourse back on them.  Following a discussion it was agreed that there was not and there was very little that could be done about it.
· In relation to the proposal of purchasing a defibrillator he had concerns about the PC spending large amounts of public money on this and he handed to the council a press cutting about one in Hemingbrough. Ms. KB stated that she worked in the health sector and didn’t believe that a defibrillator should be on the outside of the pub or other public place. 
· He highlighted the community café project and was trying to build support for this and looking for volunteers to drive people to this. He encouraged councillors to attend and support this project.

· He asked if the PC had made provision to sustain the work on the footpaths which had been cut back by funding provided by Cllr. J McCartney.  Cllr. Humphrey said he would contact Cllr. McCartney and seek his views on this. 
· He asked about the sub-committee arranging the memorial for the Queens 90th as he had previously volunteered to help.  

· He again asked about being provided with the estimate of the 2016/2017 PC budget. Cllr. Humphrey stated that the PC would publish this if required.  Mr JW was handed a budget paper by the RFO.

At 8.20pm the OPF was close.

  8.3 Final accounts 2015-2016 the RFO present the accounts to the committee and following a discussion Cllr. Humphreys proposed that the accounts be approved and signed as correct. This was seconded by Cllr. Watson.  
Resolved; account approved and signed by Chairman and RFO. 
9.0 Parks and Grass Maintenance Report 2015
9.1 Cllr. Watson updated the council in relation to the meeting that he, Cllr. Humphreys and Cllr. Walton had with the current contractor for grass cutting and village maintenance.  This had seen some reduction in some areas and a small increase in others but overall the cost should be no more than they had been this year.  The cost in this budget can vary depending on extra work/one offs such as tree cutting and other tasks.  Cllr. Watson informed the committee that he was in correspondence with Area 7 over the entrance to the All Saints estate and the PC responsibilities there.  He had also asked about the All Saints triangle on the approach to the motorway roundabout.  Although this is the responsibility of Area 7 as a hazard area they do not maintain it regularly enough and it is difficult for lower vehicles to see traffic on the roundabout.  Cllr. Watson had asked about the costs associated with maintain this with a view of suggesting the Parish Council take responsibility for it.  If the PC did then any risk/blame would sit with the PC.  Once he had more detail he would ask for this to be put on the agenda for discussion.   
10. Recreational Open Spaces in Whitley 
10.1 Walton reported that she had had no response from Kompan to her calls she would continue to try and contact them.  
10.2 Outdoor gym equipment following a discussion it was decided that the PC would seek the opinion of residence on the proposal to provide this equipment.  This would be part of the newsletter that would be prepared by Cllr. Humphreys. This item would be deferred until after the outcome of the consultation.
10.3 Play Areas Safety report was accepted. The report identified low to medium risks issues at the three sites none of which need immediate work. 

11. A19 Safety Matters
11.1 The correspondence between the Clerk and the Chief Constables office in relation to the deployment of Camera Vans in the village was discussed.  Once again Cllr’s were disappointed by the response from the CC Office and their suggestion that the VAS be removed before any consideration could be given to the deployment of Camera Vans in the village. This suggestion was rejected by Councillors.  Cllr Watson proposed that a public petition should be undertaken in conjunction with Eggborough about the matter.  Resolved that a petition would be undertaken and Eggborough would be invited to participate. 
12.0 Public Defibrillator

14.1. Cllr. Coney informed the council that all of the Parish Councils that she had spoken to who had defibrillators they had all been community funded by way of groups raising funds, then is some cases had been topped up with PC monies.  Since Whitley did not have such groups maybe these funds could be collected by events at the pub such as race nights.  Input from residents present at the meeting questioned the spending of community funds in this way and raised the issues of location, security and effectiveness.  Following further discussion it was agreed that the matter would go to public consultation again as part of the newsletter. The matter would be deferred until after the results of this. 
13.0 Police coverage in Whitley.
13.1 Cllr. Blackburn raised the question about the lack of police presence in Whitley. Following a discussion it was agreed that the Clerk would write to the local police commander and invite the police to attend a PC meeting to discuss policing plans for Whitley. 
14.0 Selby District Local Plan (SDLP)

14.1 Cllr. Watson highlight to the council that the SDLP had formally been ratified and that this could give way to a number of building applications being proposed on greenbelt. That there should be a watching brief on such items and the PC should look for opportunities to gain assets for the village if such developments are granted. 
15.0 Community Emergency Plan 
15.1 The Clerk introduced this item as it had been raised at an Area meeting.  Following a brief discussion Cllr. Humphreys said he would look at it in detail and bring back recommendations to the next meeting. 
16.0 Parish Council Insurance. 

16.1 The Clerk informed the council that he had received the insurance renewal documents.  The RFO informed the council that the cost of the insurance had negotiated last year over the next three years so this was year two of three. He recommends that we accept the renewal offer. Resolved to accept the renewal offer and remain with the current company. 

17.0 Liaison Councillor for the elderly.  

17.1 Cllr. Cole offered to be the contact point between the parish council and the elderly and vulnerable in the village. Resolved that Cllr. Cole would undertake this role. 

18.0 Future Meeting Dates.

18.1 Resolved that the Annual Parish Meeting would take place at 7.15pm on Tuesday 24th May 2016.
18.2 Resolved that the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council would take place at 7.30pm on Tuesday 24th May 2016. 

18.3 Resolved that the dates for the Parish council meetings for 2016 -2017 as previously circulated would be accepted as provisional dates.

19.0 A.O.B. 
19.1 The sub-group for the Queens 90th birthday celebration will meet before the next meeting. This will be organised by way of email.
