	Local news This can be you saidwe did news updates on previous campaigns NPT inspector updates details of patrols requests for informaon etc: Hello all,
October was a busy month for your Neighbourhood Policing Teams in the Selby District.
Two themes in particular came to our attention and we have dedicated many hours to police them, successfully in my opinion.

Initially we saw a rise in ASB in the Selby Town area, 4 youths in particular seemed to be at the centre of things and we immediately highlighted them locally and were heavily involved with them; many more youths were involved on a lesser scale. One Wednesday night mid-October they caused mayhem throughout the night, stretching our resources significantly. The following morning our teams identified numerous offences and pulled together the evidence to progress a good level investigation. 4 male juveniles were arrested quick time and remain under investigation. Our intense involvement unearthed other concerns that have also taken our attention. One of the youths has been moved out of the district now and as a result of the prompt and decisive work by Selby Neighbourhood Policing Team the number of calls for service have dramatically dropped, even on the lead up to Bonfire night which is historically a very busy time for us. This topic does remain a priority for us and will do throughout the firework period.

Those of you who follow facebook I am sure will have also noticed an emerging crime spree which has been most evident on the Staynor Hall Estate in Selby where we have had an unprecedented number of unattended vehicles entered during the hours of darkness. As distressing as this is I do have to highlight that all vehicles were insecure at the time of the offences and no damage was caused, additionally although some property has been stolen this was largely of little value. The community were quite understandably in uproar about it so as well as investigating the crimes themselves we had to spend considerable time trying to support and reassure the community that we were aware and acting on information obtained. Three people have been arrested in total: one is now in prison, one has already been convicted in court and another pending further arrest. Again we have seen a significant reduction in reports, I am convinced largely down to our actions to date. This will remain a priority for the time being for us until we can say with certainty that it is no longer an issue for the residents.
